1. Introduction

Many children and adolescents from a refugee background experience multiple complex challenges
in their academic trajectories, including access to education, limited, interrupted or no formal
schooling, language barriers, deficits in teachers’ training, diverse curricula and teaching
methodologies in a variety of refugee settings often with few resources, discrimination and high
dropout rates (Aleghfeli & Hunt, 2022; Cook & Kim, 2023; Dryden-Peterson et al., 2019, Lynnebakke
& de Wal Pastoor, 2020; Ungar et al., 2017; Wong & Schweitzer, 2017). These issues are particularly
pronounced among unaccompanied refugee minors, who face even greater difficulties due to the
absence of familial support and the increased vulnerability associated with their status. The
compounded effects of these challenges create substantial barriers to educational attainment and
overall well-being for refugee youth (Abu-Amsha & Armstrong, 2018; Aleghfeli & Hunt, 2022; Cook
& Kim, 2023; Dryden-Peterson et al., 2019).

However, research on resilience has shown that they may develop positively and adapt to new
environments despite significant adversity, threats, and trauma (Luthar, 2006; Masten, 2018, Panter-
Brick 2014). Their adjustment in post-migration contexts is shaped at different levels nested within
each other: a) the global level, b) the political and social contexts of reception (e.g., host society
attitudes, negative media narratives of migration, asylum policies), c) the microsystems
(neighborhood, school), and d) the individual level, which refers to children’s own experiences and

personal attributes (Suarez-Orozco et al., 2018).

Internationally, there is a lack of empirical studies focusing specifically on the educational
performance of refugees (Tumen et al., 2022). In Greece, research on school-level effects on
children’s psychological well-being remains limited (Anagnostopoulos et al., 2016; Trouki, 2012).
Moreover, prior to 2015, cross-sectional studies of immigrant youth indicated that immigrant status
and socio-economic adversity are risk factors for students’ educational performance (Motti-Stefanidi
et al., 2012).

The aim of the RaRE study is to investigate the interplay of risk and protective factors shaping the
educational performance, psychosocial adjustment, and educational outcomes of school-aged
accompanied and unaccompanied students with a refugee background attending formal education
in Greece. The study is nested at four levels—individual, family, community, and society—by



adopting the multilevel integrative risk and resilience framework?! (Bronfenbrenner, 1977; Panter-
Brick et al., 2018; Suarez-Orozco et al., 2018; Ungar & Theron, 2020). The purpose of this report is
to outline the methodological framework of the RaRE study.

2. Research Design

The study employs a mixed-methods approach that integrates surveys and focus group interviews
to gain a deeper understanding of the relationship among the variables under investigation. We
utilize a concurrent mixed-methods design (Castro 2010; Creswell & Clark 2017) for data collection,
analysis, and interpretation of results. The survey consists of self-report questionnaires in the
language of the participants that will be administered to a) students with a refugee background aged
12 to 18 years; b) their parents for accompanied and legal guardians for unaccompanied children;

and c) their teachers at school.

2.1 Survey Methodology

2.1.1 Definition of the study population

The study population includes students with a refugee background who have been enrolled in Greek
schools for at least one year and are attending Secondary Education (Gymnasiums or
Lyceums/EPALs) or the last (6") grade of Primary Education (Elementary schools), covering
approximately the age range of 12-18 years, along with their teachers, parents for accompanied
children, and legal guardians for unaccompanied minors.

2.1.2 Sampling
The sampling procedure employed two steps:

Step 1: Sample selection

The sample consists of students with a refugee background (aged 12-18) enrolled in Greek schools,
along with their teachers and parents, or legal guardians for unaccompanied minors. The selection

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criteria include language, ethnic background, age, and grade level. Questionnaires will be

administered in the preferred language of each respondent.
Step 2: Recording and Enumeration of Research Units

Enumeration of research units, including schools and accommodation facilities for unaccompanied

minors (UaM), was conducted in June 2023 and August-September 2023, respectively.

We formally contacted all schools across Greece to obtain the number of enrolled and attending
students with a refugee background (aged 12-18) categorized by ethnicity?. A total of 233 schools
responded (89 Elementary schools, 90 Gymnasiums, and 54 Lyceums/EPAL), recording a sample
of 1,214 students. Additionally, we contacted® all Accommodation Facilities for Unaccompanied
Minors (AFUM) # to determine the number of unaccompanied students (aged 12-18) enrolled in
Greek schools. A total of 35 facilities responded, recording a sample of 476 students.

Table 1 shows the distribution of student population by ethnicity based on the enumeration. The five
recorded ethnicities account for 69.7% of the total, excluding students with no official documents

(NULL). Table 2 displays the language distribution among unaccompanied minors in these facilities.

Assuming that the distribution of ethnicities does not significantly differin schools that did not respond
to our request for information on the refugee student population, and taking into consideration the
information from AFUM, we selected Afghans, Iragis, Syrians, and Somalis, as the four most
prevalent groups among the refugee student population. Children from Ukraine were also included
in the sample due to the increased numbers enrolled in formal education in Greece following the war
in Ukraine. Therefore, the questionnaires were translated into the languages of these respective
ethnic groups.

In November 2023, the Ministry of Education, Religious Affairs, and Sports provided comprehensive
data on students with immigrant and refugee backgrounds enrolled in formal education in Greece.
This information was presented at the school level, rather than the student level, and included the
total number of immigrant and refugee students enrolled in schools across Greece by grade and

ethnicity. The provided numbers were as follows:

A. The number of asylum-seeking students in each school.

B. The number of asylum-seeking students in reception classes in each school.

C. The number of students with personal file reference number (DIKA) in each school and

D. The number of students with a personal file reference number (DIKA) enrolled for over a year in
each school.



Table 3 summarizes the provided information for the total number of students 12-18 years old with
a refugee background enrolled in public schools during the 2023-2024 school year, while Table 4
shows the student population by ethnicity and grade. The numbers refer to all students with an
immigrant and/or refugee background from all ethnicities and grades. It should be noted that the
sources of information overlap, meaning a student may belong to more than one category. The
majority of students lack official documents indicating their ethnic background; therefore, when they
are enrolled in schools, they are registered as (NULL).

The fourth category, consisting of refugee and immigrant students with a personal file reference
number who have been enrolled in school for over a year, provides crucial information about the
population under study. However, it does not offer sufficient data to estimate the total population or,
specifically, to extrapolate the proportion of the five ethnicities among students without official
documents. While for some ethnicities it is relatively clear whether they belong to the refugee or
immigrant category, for others it is less straightforward. For this reason, to estimate the proportion of
the five ethnicities of interest within the total refugee student population, we utilized data provided by
school units in June 2023. Therefore, assuming that the proportion of ethnicities represented in the
June 2023 sample (69.7%) is similar to that of refugee students marked as “NULL” in the data from
the Ministry of Education, and that the proportion of the five ethnicities is consistent among students
with and without official documents, we can estimate the total population as 436 + 0.697 x 578 = 839
students.

In other words, the value of 839 students can represent an estimated central value for the population,
while we can consider a conservative lower bound of 436 students (in case no student without official

documents comes from these five ethnicities) and a conservative upper bound of 436+578=1014
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students (in case all students without official documents come from these five ethnicities). Although
these values are based on certain assumptions, they are useful in indicating a (broad) range of
population distribution. However, these assumptions may be affected by sources of bias.

2.1.3 Sources of bias

The assumptions described above may be affected by several sources of bias. Firstly, the population
under study is highly mobile and elusive. Secondly, potential omissions in the enrollment process in
school registries, particularly the non-recording of ethnicity for a large percentage of refugee
students, contribute to this bias. Thirdly, only a small portion of students with a refugee background
have a personal file reference number (DIKA).

These issues were confirmed during our communication with schools, where we observed that the
actual number of enrolled students often differed significantly from the recorded number. For similar
difficulties in collecting samples of refugees and how they were addressed, see, indicatively, the
work of Schiefer et al. (2023).

The main sources of bias are as follows:

School Participation: Schools that refuse to participate in the study create a bias. The schools that
participate are those that are willing to take part in the study, potentially inflating the estimates of the
measures of interest and limiting the generalizability of the findings.

Student Attendance: Students who do not attend classes regularly, despite being enrolled, are not
fully represented. Sampling only those with stable attendance may overestimate the measures of
interest.

Refugee students who cannot be reached, either because their school does not respond or because
they do not attend regularly, belong to the category of uncovered cases, creating biased estimates.
The amount of under coverage bias depends on the deviation between observed and unobserved
cases and the size of the unseen sample.

bias(8,)= (1— CR)(8.— 8,.),

Where CR is the percentage of the population that is covered. In other words, if the difference 8, —
0, is negligible, then the bias is also small, while if the undercoverage rate is small (i.e., CR is

close to 1), then it will not significantly affect the estimates, even if the difference @, — 8@, is
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relatively large. We tried to maximize the CR in order to keep the bias as low as possible. For more

details on under coverage in sampling refugee populations see Eckman and Himelein (2022).

2.1.4 Sampling strategy

Considering the dynamics of the population under study, an appropriate sampling strategy was
designed to minimize bias. Since no assumptions could be made about the factor 8, — 8, bias
minimization was achieved by maximizing the coverage rate (CR). In other words, the sampling

aimed to cover as large a sample as possible, using a multi-stage sampling process.

We utilized all available data from the Ministry of Education, merging different sources of information
to create an augmented list of schools. This list was ranked in descending order based on the total
number of refugee students enrolled for at least one year in Greek formal education. Schools with
generally higher numbers of refugee students across all categories were given higher priority, based
on the increased probability of an underlying student population existing in these categories. During
the enumeration and communication process with the selected schools, we also included new ones
that had recently enrolled students with the characteristics of interest (i.e., ethnicity and grade). The
final contact list for sampling purposes aimed to visit schools with a large number of the population
of interest, thereby maximizing the sample size. Additionally, we contacted all schools with only one

or a few students with a refugee background to avoid bias from the prioritization criterion.

In summary, the sampling process shared many similarities with Ranked Set Sampling (RSS), as
the samples were ranked based on aggregate information on the number of refugee students
provided by the Ministry of Education, Religious Affairs, and Sports. This information was adjusted
after communicationwith the schools. Through this strategy, we obtained the largest possible sample
and improved the accuracy of the estimates. To ensure participant anonymity, we created

pseudocodes, which were randomly assigned during the data collection phase.

2.1.5 Estimation and process summary

Given the challenges associated with sampling, the estimates focus on the distribution of students
who attend school and the cases of schools that have responded positively to take part inthe survey.
Specifically, we consider the binary variables s and a for school response (s=1, if the school
responded, and s=0 if not) and student attendance (a=1, if the student attends school, and a=0 if
not). We denote the unknown parameters (e.g., the educational performance of a student) as 6, our

estimates pertain to the distribution 8] (s=1, a=1). While we could infer the unconditional distribution
12



with respect to s, as we have considered a substantial portion of the schools within our population

of interest, this is not true for a. It is not safe to generalize the results to the unconditional distribution
of a, which includes students who do not attend school. Nevertheless, the sample provides a

valuable basis, specifically for cases where schools have responded to the survey and students

attend school regularly. The flowchart in Figure 1 below summarizes the whole process.

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2.2 Questionnaire Development

The Questionnaire was developed in consultation with the Advisory Board. Two psychometric tools
were included to measure emotional and behavioral problems and resilience, in addition to
assessment of risk and protective factors in students’ important microsystems, family, school and
neighborhood. The questionnaire includes the following sections: a) Sociodemographic questions,
b) Mental health and wellbeing, c¢) Resilience, d) Family support and functioning®, d) Neighborhood®
(sense of safety), €) School environment’ (sense of belonging, perceived educational achievement,

bullying), and f) Discriminations®.

2.2.1 Psychometric measures

The questionnaire includes two psychometric tools: a) the Strengths and Difficulties Questionnaire
(SDQ; Goodman, 1997) and b) the Child and Youth Resilience Measure - Revised (CYRM-R;
Jefferies et al., 2018). The Strengths and Difficulties Questionnaire (SDQ), initially developed by
Goodman (1997), is a brief assessment tool designed for the psychological evaluation of children
and adolescents aged 11 to 17 years. It consists of 25 items that address various psychological
variables, both positive and negative. The 25 items are scored on a scale from O (= "not true") to 2
(= "certainly true") and are grouped into four scales of psychological symptoms: a) Emotional
symptoms (5 items), b) Conduct problems (5 items), c¢) Hyperactivity/Inattention (5 items), and d)
Peer relationship problems (5 items). Additionally, there is one scale measuring Prosocial behavior
(5 items). An extended version of the SDQ includes an impact supplement, which asks respondents
if they think the young person has a problem and, if so, further inquiries about the chronicity, distress,
social impairment, and burden for others (Goodman, 1999). Similar versions of the questionnaire are
completed by parents, teachers and the young people themselves.

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The same 25 questions along with the impact supplement, are included in the questionnaires to be
completed by the parents and teachers of the children participating in the research (Goodman, 1997),
in order to achieve triangulation of the research findings. The Strengths and Difficulties Questionnaire
has been extensively utilized in similar research, such as the recent mental health assessment of
young people in England, conducted by the NHS in 2022. Additionally, it has been used for assessing
the psychological adjustment of adolescent students in Greece by Motti-Stefanidi and her
collaborators (Motti-Stefanidi et al., 2021). In their study, the measurements demonstrated sufficient
reliability for both Greek students and migrants from Albania, who comprised the study sample
(Cronbach's alpha=0.65-0.78).

The Child Youth Resilience Measure (CYRM) is a scale designed to assess mental resilience in
children and adolescents. In the present research, we will utilize the latest version, the Child Youth
Resilience Measure - Revised (CYRM-R), which consists of 17 items (Jefferies et al., 2018).
Responses are provided on a five-point Likert scale, ranging from "Not at all" to "A lot." The CYRM
scale generates a score for each child or adolescent that corresponds to individual, relational, and
contextual dimensions of resilience. To enhance comprehension of the 5-point Likert scale for young
participants, a simple image of a row of five glasses progressively filled with water was included
(Resilience Research Center & Dalhousie University, 2022). This modification has been successfully
employed in research on resilience in countries hosting refugees, such as Jordan (see Panter-Brick
et al., 2018).

The validity and reliability of the scale have been well documented, and it has been widely used in
similar research examining the mental resilience of refugee populations (Liebenberg et al., 2013;
Panter-Brick et al., 2018). The measure is particularly suitable for assessing the resilience of diverse
adolescent populations facing adversities (Miller-Graff & Cummings, 2017). In fact, Panter-Brick and
her colleagues (Panter-Brick et al., 2018) recommended the joint use of the CYRM and the SDQ, as
these tools complement each other effectively.

2.2.2 Translation of survey questionnaires

The questionnaires were translated into six languages: Arabic, Farsi, Greek, Somali, Russian and
Ukrainian (see Appendix A). The Strengths and Difficulties Questionnaire (SDQ) was available in all
six languages but required adjustments for the Ukrainian and Somali versions. The Child Youth
Resilience Measure —Revised (CYRM-R)wasinitially available in Arabic and Farsi. It was translated

from English to Greek using a translation and back-translation process, and subsequently translated

into Somali, Russian, and Ukrainian by certified translators.

2.3 Data Collection Mode

The survey data will be collected via CAWI (Computer Assisted Web Interviewing) mode with the
use of tablets. The questionnaires are self-completed for all four groups of respondents (students,
teachers, parents/legal guardians). We will utilize Lime Survey as the tool for administering online
guestionnaires. Lime Survey is a versatile platform that allows for the creation, distribution, and
management of surveys. It supports various question types and can handle multilingual surveys.

2.4 Focus Groups Interviews

2.4.1 Participants

Quialitative data will be collected through separate focusgroups with teachers and parents. Teachers
from public schools and non-formal education programs, as well as parents of students with a
refugee background aged 12 to 18 years, will be invited to participate in these focus groups. The
purpose of these discussions is to gain deeper insights into the risk and protective factors that affect

the educational experiences of students with a refugee background.

2.4.2 Interview guides

Two semi-structured interview guides with open-ended questions were developed by the research
team to gather participants’ experiences regarding the education of children with a refugee
background-one guide for teachers and another for parents. The parents’ interview guides were
translated into Arabic and Farsi.

2.4.3 Data analysis

Data will be analyzed according to the principles of thematic analysis, a method that identifies,
analyses and reports patterns (themes) within data (Braun & Clarke, 2006). Data will be organized
and processed with the help of MAXQDA 2022, a software program designed for computer-assisted
gualitative and mixed methods analysis.

2.5 Research Ethics

The study was officially approved by the Ministry of Education, Religious Affairs and Sports and the
Committee of Ethics at the National Centre for Social Research. The research team adheres to the
guidelines and standards established for ethical research, ensuring compliance with GDPR
regulations for all participating individuals at every stage of the research. Collected data is securely
stored and strictly utilized for research purposes, in accordance with the provisions of the Code of

Ethics and Conduct of Scientific Research of the National Centre for Social Research (EKKE).

2.6 Informed Consent

Prior to participation in the study, written consent will be obtained from the parents or legal guardians
of the students. Parents will receive detailed information about the research objectives,
methodologies, and participants' rights, including the right to withdraw their children from the study
at any time without consequence. In the case of unaccompanied students, formal permission will be
obtained from the regional Prosecutor’s Office for Minors in each geographical area where the

sample school unit is located.

For the focus groups, participants will be informed both verbally and in writing about the aim of the
research, the reasons for their selection, and the context of their voluntary participation. They will
also be informed about the procedures regarding anonymity in data processing and confidentiality
related to their participation. Participants will sign a consent form before the discussion, which will
also include relevant information about the procedure and their rights.
